1. Yorebridge House, Bainbridge, North Yorkshire, England

Yorebridge House is picturesquely situated on the riverside at the edge of beautiful Bainbridge. The hotel, perfect for a romantic
rendez-vous, is set amidst the breathtaking scenery of the North Yorkshire Dales with rooms featuring private gardens and
outdoor hot tubs.

2. Dormy House Hotel, Broadway, Worcestershire, England
