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London takes title of top city for a slice while Bournemouth is home to UK’s #1 pizza
restaurant

Everyone loves the cheesy, tomato, doughy goodness that is one of the nation’s favourite meals – the humble pizza. Whether
you’re a lover of a topping stacked deep dish or prefer a more minimalist margherita, TripAdvisor has today revealed the top 10
destinations in the UK to head to for a slice of the good stuff as well as a rundown of the very best pizzerias that the UK has to
offer, based on the reviews and opinions from millions of TripAdvisor travellers.

Overall Top UK Pizzerias:

1.    Da Mario, Bournemouth, Dorset – 5 out of 5 average bubble rating on TripAdvisor and 292 reviews

Located in Westbourne just outside Bournemouth’s town centre, this family run restaurant serves up authentic
pizzas from its traditional wood fired oven. Pizzas can be ordered individually or by the metre for families or groups.

As one TripAdvisor traveller said “Decided to visit after reading the reviews and can honestly say I've found the perfect pizza.
This place is so authentic I was convinced I was in a little side street cafe in Italy. It’s small and cozy and the food is so
delicious, it's impossible to say anything negative.”

2.    Trattoria Il Forno, Horsforth, West Yorkshire – 5 out of 5 average bubble rating on TripAdvisor and 244 reviews

Situated in the market town of Horsforth, this small family run restaurant is famed for its 20” pizzas, while diners
can see the chef preparing the pizzas and spinning the dough from the open kitchen.

Methodology:

Top Cities: The TripAdvisor ranking of top UK cities for pizza is based on three factors:

·         The quality of pizza restaurant reviews

·         The quantity of pizza restaurants and their reviews, with more weight given to reviews in the past year

·         The ratio of pizza restaurants and reviews compared to all restaurants for the city

Top Restaurants: The TripAdvisor ranking of top UK pizza restaurants is based on the quantity and quality of reviews for pizza
restaurants, giving more weight to reviews written in the past year. Pizza restaurants were identified as those having a majority
of reviews mentioning pizza, a minimum of 500 reviews, and at least 10 percent of reviews mentioning “best pizza.”
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
